Can you imagine the world without money? It is quite impossible. Money - they say - makes the world go
round. Why is that so? Well, think of all the situations in which you have to pay for the things you buy —
like food, clothes, medicine, newspapers, or for the services you get, like a new hairstyle or car repairs.
Think of the entertainment you have to pay for - tickets to concerts, sports matches, favourite books, CDs
and holidays.

Money has played an important role in every civilisation.

At the start of the year 1994, the world received a shocking piece of news: ‘The Beatles are to record
again for the first time in 24 years.” The band’s three remaining members at that time, Paul McCartney,
George Harrison and Ringo Starr (without John Lennon who was murdered in 1980) announced plans to
record together.
The three musicians did not want to record only new versions of their old songs. They were also
interested in recording new music.

The Russian Federation is the largest country in the world with territory over 17 000 000
km?2. Russia has the eighth place in the world in population; 143 million people live here. Russia
borders on Norway, Finland, Latvia, Poland, Belarus, Ukraine etc. It is also close to the United
States and Japan across water.

Most of the land consists of vast plains, both in the European part and the Asian part
known as Siberia. These plains are to the south and heavily forested to the north, with tundra
along the northern coast. Mountain ranges are found along the southern borders, such as the
Caucasus and the Altai, and in the eastern parts, such as the Verkhoyansk Range or the
volcanoes on Kamchatka. The more central Ural Mountains, a north-south range that forms the
primary divide between Europe and Asia, are also notable.
